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Perceived Discriminatory Screening
Triggers Protesting of Blood Drive

Students gathered outside the
campus blood drive Thursday to
protest screening questions re-
garding sexual orientation.

Conflict has arisen over a ques-
tion in the donor screening test
that prohibits males who have had
sex with another male since 1977
from givingblood. Associated Stu-
dents Statewide Affairs Organiza-
tion Director Sergio Morales al-
leges that this violates UCSB’s
anti-discrimination policies.

“The reason we’re here is that
this is systematic discrimination
against a large constituency on
campus. It’s assuming that all
queer men are HIV positive,” he
said. “It’s in direct violation of a
policy our school has come up
with, and until they change the
questions, we cannot tolerate
[blood drives] on campus.”

Queer Student Union Public
Outreach Coordinator Katie Ellis
explained that die purpose of the
protest was to pressure the blood
drives to leave campus and to force
an appeal to the Food and Drug
Administration, the agency that
writes the questions.

“Rightnow homosexual menare
the least growing population get-
ting HIV. It’swomen age 18 to 24
rightnow,” she said. “The question
is for no other reason than the
myth that homosexual men are the
carriers of AIDS to the world.”

According to Sociology 152
ProfessorJohn Baldwin, these sta-
tistics can be misleading.

Puts New Funds
Toward Safety

Lewinsky, it’sfairto saythatthe
results on Tuesday were star-
tling,” he said. “N otsince 1984
has the president’s party picked
up seats in the House of Rep-
resentatives at a mid-term
election.”

Because so many of those
elected to vote on the impeach-
ment of the president were
Democrats, Logevall believes
the removal ofClinton from of-
fice before tire end ofhis term is
highly unlikely.

“He, as any other presi-
dentdoes in the lastpartofhis
presidency, begins to think
more and more about posterity
and less and less about die here
and now. How then will Bill
Clinton be judged? It appears
fairly certain thathe mil notbe
judged particularly well.”

Santa Barbara community
members' gathered in a collo-
quium Thursday to debate poli-
tics and the effects o fthe recent
election.

The UCSB Town Forum
met at the Faculty Club in
downtown Santa Barbara to
discuss how Tuesday’s elections
will affect a number of issues
ranging from state politics to
the presidency. UCSB history
Professor Fredrik Logevall,
who was the featured speaker at
this month’s forum, talked ab-
outtheelection’s possible rami-
fications for President Bill
Clinton, Congress and the
nation.

“My aim is to describe these
developments,” he said. “W hat
the election results tell us about
the state of mind ofthe Ameri-
can electorate, what it means
for the impeachmentinquiry...
and ofcourse whatit means for
Bill Clinton and for the Repu-
blican and Democratic parties
for the next two years.”

Logevall said the results of
Tuesday’s election were
surprising.

Walkout Creates New Job
m Women’'s Center Establishes a Queer Director

Rhetoric is giving way to action, as Chancellor Henry Yang has
fulfilled one of the pledges he made at the Oct. 21 and 22 walkout by
creating a new staffposition at the Women’s Center.

The position o fgay, lesbian, bisexual and transgender resource coordi-
natorwas established by the StudentAffairs Office the day after the walk-
out culminated with negotiations in Yang’s office. According to W o-
men’s Center ManagerJanie Silva, the creation ofa full-time position was
long overdue, and the negotiations were successful in bringing this to the
attention of Yang and the University of California Regents.

“Although the walkoutwas specifically concerned with reinstaring A f-
firmative Action, the issue ofsaving ethnic and gender studies was also
broughtup,”she said. T he negotiations that followed the walkoutwere
centered around nine demands. A part ofone ofthese demands was the
creation ofa lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender resource coordinatorposi-
tion. This is one portion ofthe demands that has been met”

According to Women’s Center Director Deidre Acker, the new posi-
tionwill provide anumberofservices to the GLBT community aswell as
to UCSB as a whole.

“The chancellor desired to create aposition thatwould provide foredu-
cation, programming and advocacy,” she said. “For example, this person
could organize speakers to come and speak about gay and lesbian issues
and raise campus awareness regarding homophobia. | f someone was ex-

Nicaraguans Cope With Effects of Mitch

ROLANDO RODRIGUEZ, Nicaragua (AP)— Two
days after the mountain slid away, when the sea ofmud had
firmed enoughto no longerswallowpeople up to their necks,
Marcelo Narvaez Gonzalez and Ids neighbors waded into a
peanut field, hoping to find his brother alive.

They tried to ignore the bloated, blanched corpses twisted
in fallen branches. They recognized each one as a friend or
relative.

Narvaez, 27, spotted a child lying on the top ofthe muck
and saw her chest move. It was 11-year-old Marta Panta-
leon, a distant cousin.

One neighbor slogged into the chest-high mud and
dragged M arta to firmersoil In still-pouring rain, he placed
her frail body on a plank ofwood. Her right arm drooped
limply on the ground.

From the search group, Marta’s older brother, Manuel,
ran to her side.

“M artita, M arrita,” he sobbed repeatedly. H er eyes slowly
fixed on his, but she couldn’t respond.

Narvaez and the others struggled on, pulling four more
people from the mud before returning for Marta. Manuel
was still at her side, but her chest wasnt moving any more.

They leftherwhere she lay so they could cany the living to
safety.

On Thursday, with a light drizzle falling, she was still
there, herfrilly, pink dress pulled overher face and flies buz-
zing around her stomach.

The stench was almost unbearable.

Hundreds ofbodies still rotin the tropical heat The mud
remains too deep— six to 18 feetin places— to reach many
of them, and there isn’t anyone to bury the rest. Rescue

iworkers have given up trying.

In a devoutly religious nation that traditionally honors its
dead with elaborate funeral rites, Health Ministry crews
roam the mountainside with fuel tanks strapped to their
backs, squirting dribbles ofdiesel onto the corpses and light-
ing them to try to preventan epidemic. Butdiesel— the only
fuel available and quickly running out— bums poorly, and
some of die 0ozing corpses are only partly charred.

A week ago, after seven straight days ofrain from Hurri-
cane Mitch, stalled offdie Honduran coast north of Nicar-
agua, the downpour relented.

But on Friday morning, villagers in Rolando Rodriguez,
ElPorvenirand El Ojochal thought it was over. Then they
heard the boom above diem.

The swollen lake had soaked through its bank, which had
buckled over like the pour spout on a pitcher.

Danny Ocejo’ jaw dropped when he saw it coming, a
60-footwave packed with churning trees and rocks thunder-
ing straightthrough the center oftown. He had time only to

grab his father before itwas on top ofhim, pulling him liun-
dreds ofyards in seconds.

W hen it was over, and the roar had become silence,
Danny, 18, lay on the edge of a vast river of mud that
stretched 14 miles to the Pacific Ocean.

Across Central America, Hurricane Mitch killed an esti-
mated 9,000 people. The collapse of the mountain ac-
counted for at least 1,950 of those deaths, people either
crushed by its unstoppable force or— evencruder— leftto

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die ofdurst, infection and misery stuck in a sea ofmuckand
decomposing neighbors.

W hen the quiet descended, Alonso Rueda and Mariana
Centeno took stock.

Their thatched-roof shack on the outskirts of Rolando
Rodriguez was one of only five left standing the flow had
just missed them.

The couple, both 52, picked their way to what had been
their cornfield, and gazed out over flat brown that stretched
as far as they could see.

Tree trunks were piled every which way. M etal roofing,
clothing,.boulders and cow carcasses littered the expanse.

Then they heard the wailing— broken children calling for
their mothers, adults moaning for help as they flailed at
branches or splintered boards that might keep them afloat.

Forthe restofthe day, the couplewaded in and outofmud
up to theirwaists to drag out survivors. They threw ropes to
those too deep to retrieve. They worked tirelessly, pushed on
by the horror ofthe scene in front ofthem.

By the end of the day, 40 people were under their roof.

“Everyone had broken bones, scratches, deep cuts. Their
wounds were infected, and they.stank,” Mrs. penfcno said,
crying. “It hurt me to my souL” Days later, she learned that
her parents and her three grown children and their families
— 20 close relatives in all— were gone.

In the few houses that remained, groups of horribly in-
jured people crammed together with no food and only the
rainwater the less injured could gather.

W hen the government helicopters arrived, medics at first
picked up only the worst off; a teen whose shattered legs
needed to be amputated, a tiny girl missing the top of her
skull but somehow still breathing.

Villagers hold out hope that survivors mightstill be found
in the mud, that rescuers will reach them as the mud dries.

But after five days without food or water, officials say
that’s unlikely. Wednesday, the army helicopters stopped
searching for survivors to concentrate on delivering aid.

Mrs. Centeno called thatcruel. Sheweptatthe memoryof
the wails she heard for days, knowing she couldn’t reach the
trapped ones.

But she conceded all were probably dead.

“Until Tuesday, we could still hear their moans. They
cried and pleaded for water,” she said. “Now we don’t hear
them anymore.”

It’s prob-
ably funnier outside ofMin-
nesota than it is within the
state, where many people
find the former pro wrest-
ler’s third-party victory over
Democrat Hubert Hum-
phrey in and Republican
Norm Coleman either ter-
ribly sad or refreshingly
sensible.

“This is as embarrassing

as Gopher from The Love
Boat* bring elected Senator
in lowa,” said Julia Schrenk-
ler, 29, a software installer
who voted for Humphrey.
(Actually, the man who
played Gopher, Harvard-
educated Fred Grandy, was
elected to die House.)

Among those defending
the state’s honor the mom?
ing after was the SaintPaul
PioneerPresscolumnist Nick
Coleman.

He wrote that it would be
a mistake and an insult to
Minnesota voters to write
off the 47-year-old former
Navy SEAL, talk-radio host
and action-flick actor as a
“knucklehead or a
showman.”

“He is abit of both, and

he exploited both traits
wonderfully well in crafting
a campaign that was lacking
in guile but long on guts,
strapped for cash but rich in
charisma,” Coleman said.

Cheryl Gage, 40, who,
lived in Brooklyn Parkwhen
Ventura was mayor of the
Minneapolis suburb of ab-
out 60,000 people from
1991 to 1995, said the city
was a better place because of
his service.

“He likes to listen to peo-
ple. He liked to get other
people’s viewpoints,” Gage
said.

Still, jokts did fly in this
proud progressive state.

“Writ, finally we have a
governorwho knows how to
execute a flying head scis-
sors,” Bill Arnold of Min-
neapolis wrote in a letter to
the Star Tribune of
Minneapolis.

But even
Soucheray defended the 37
percent of the body politic
who supported Ventura.

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IVRPD Reviews Ideas for Free Box, Teen Center

The Isla Vista Recreation and Park
District Board of Directors assembled
Thursday in a relatively brief meeting
addressing local issues and new
programs.

The board approved all ofthe busi-
ness on the agenda, including land-
scape planning for die Teen Center,
with the exception ofthe future loca-
tion of the Free Bax. <

The longstanding Free Box, which
served as a place for residents to leave
unwanted clothing and other items to
be claimed by others, burned down on
Sept. 12. The box had experienced a
number ofproblems at its location in
frontofthe IVRPD office on Embar-
cadero Del Mar, including mainte-
nance and management; according to
IVRPD General Manager Derek
Johnson. Unsupervised childrenwould
run over shrubs, tear down fliers and
make enough noise to interfere with
those working in the office, he said.

Director Arthur Kennedy suggested
moving the Free Box to a more heavily
monitored location.

I't should be placed in front ofthe

Foot Patrol where more supervision
could be provided,” he said.

Atthe previous location, people still
sortthrough clothes in the parking lot,
which creates problems for IVRPD
employees as well as frequenters o fthe
Free Box, according to Board Secretary
Enid Osborn.

T try to take the bus once in awhile,
but the parking lot is still really
crowded,” she said.

Director Pegeen Soutar feltthat de-
spite the noise and distractions, the
Free Box should be rebuiltin its origi-
nal location.

T like it where it is now. [The Free
Box] is a symbol ofwhatwe have done
for the community,” she said.

St Mark’s Church, which originally
offered to administer the Free Box
program, decided that there was not
enoughroom in its parking lot, accord-
ing to Johnson. The board is currently
trying to find another location for the
new box, which will be constructed by
Isla Vista property ownerDennis Em-
ory and a group of Eagle Scouts for
their community service curriculum,
and should be completed by the middle
ofDecember.

The other main item on the board’s
agenda was the landscaping ofthe 1.V.

Teen Center in Estero Park. The
board unanimously approved a new
12,000 landscapeplan thatwillinclude
planting beds and small trees which
can be easily removed in case offuture
development, Johnson said.

“We [have already] started the ini-
tialwork,” he said. “T he centerwill also
include a large open area for kids to
play and a gazebo to be built for arts
and crafts or other activities.”

The directors also adopted a resolu-
tion that will minimize the staff for
small public works projects, formalize
the TVRPD’s policy of prevailing
wages on certain projects and establish
apolicy forpaymentwhen the prevail-
ing wages are not paid by contractors.
In addition, the board approved public
works contracts for district use when
bidding out public works projects.

Johnson introduced an idea to ex-
pand IVRPD representation to alarger
scale, which will be addressed in future
meetings.

“l would like the board to discuss the
appointment of a member to be in
charge of working with federal and
state representatives for park agencies
[as well as] work forwater and conser-
vation funds,” he said.

had good intentions, target-
ing the blood drive itself
rather than the questions
was the wrong strategy, ac-
cording to registered nurse
and volunteer Lisa Givan.

1 think they have a point
and that they have the right
to protest, butthe screening
is mandated by the FDA.
We, as a little blood bank,
don't have any call in which
questions get asked,” she
said. “The issue is that we
came here as a community
service. We are just here to
provide something for the
community, butour respon-
sibility is to make sure that
the blood people are getting
is safe.”

Both Morales and Ellis
stressed the importance of
equal opportunity fordonat-

ing blood, but they added
that their intentions were
not to discourage people
from contributing to the
cause.

“When we approach peo-
ple, we tell them we’re not
against the blood drive. We
encourage people to do-
nate,” Ellis said. “We
strongly believe that blood
donationis an extremely im-
portant part of our nation’s
and world’s health. How-
ever, we feel that all respon-
sible and healthy people
should be allowed to donate
blood equally.”

The blood drive is spon-
sored by A.S. Community
Affairs Board as part of a
service they have done for
years, according to CAB
Chair Christy Fellner.
W hile she acknowledges
that the questionnaire
should be evaluated, Fellner

feels that the need for cam-
pus drives should be the first
priority.

“I’m glad that [the protes-
tors are] educating people
because | don’t think alotof
people know this,” she said.
“My goal would be to work
with them and to work with
the blood bank to talk to the
FDA and keep blood drives
on campus.”

The problem lies with an
outdated set of questions
used by die FDA that are
based on AIDS scares from
the 1980s, according to
CAB member Stephanie
Sheehy. However, action
toward the FD A instead ofa
protest of the blood banks
themselves would have been
a better idea, she said.

“The policywas writtenin
the '80swhen the HIV scare
was rampant; and the idea
then was that homosexuals

were responsible for starting
AIDS," shesaid. “l fsalose-
lose situation, and it’s hurt-
ing people who need blood.
CAB agrees with the protes-
ters, butwe’re looking to do
it on a bigger level We see
anger and it’s justified, but
we need to focusit”
According to Baldwin,
infection rates among gay
men have slowed because of
increased awareness, al-
though younger gay men
may have afalse sense o fsec-
urity because of recent
breakthroughs in protease
inhibitors and other AIDS
treatmentdrugs.

“There are some parts of
the gay community that are
very educated but Ive
talked to some gay men that
are worried that young gay
men are not being as careful
as they should be,”«he said.

n the past few weeks, police have been on campus handing
outtickets for riding bikesin illegal areas. T his presents a
problem to those receiving the tickets, since most college

are attacking from all sides as students try to make it to class
peacefully.

Itis difficultto saywhethera$50 ticketis unfair orjustannoy-
ing. Getting aticket for riding a bike on the sidewalk is lame if
you’redie one who gets caught. T he flip side is thatwhen pedest-
rians have to spend their entire walk to class dodging bikes —
making coffee less of a necessity —mit is a scary experience.

Although a cop in the Arbor may be useful to keep reckless
bicyclists away, an officerhandingoutticketson die less-traveled
end of campus seems like a heavy punishment.

Evenifbikeson the sidewalks areaproblem, a $50fine seemsa
litde severe. A warning may be closer to the answer, butifpolice
have resorted to such extreme measures aswritingtickets, there’s
obviously aproblem. Although aticket may deter someone from
riding on the paths designated for walking, the problem is not
totally solved.

Ticketing for riding on the walkways stradles avery fine line of
fairness, because $50 seems excessive, but at the same time a
warning .would probably not stop anyone from riding.

M ost places on campus have accessible bikepaths, and if you
areriding abike in places such asthe walkingpath by HSSB, you

science buildingsis nearlyimpossible. Walking would aim»«* be
easier, butnotasfast asjusthopping on that forbidden hike and
cruising illegally to class.

Because these places are die farthest buildings from the heart
of campus and also among the most commonly used, it seems
that some restructuring is necessary to make these areas more
easily accessible to bikes.

Over die past few years, UCSB has seen plans for many new
improvements due partially to the growing number of students
who arecomingto the university. Bikepath improvements gener-
ated from lock-in fees are in the works and desperately needed.
O fcourse, anewparking garage and plans for anew dorm are also
part of the plans for the huger, better UCSB.

A few new paths mightdo thejob to keep students from cruis-
ing through die middle o facrowd ofpeople, butitisimportantto
be respectful o fpedestrians far die time being. There is nothing
worse than walking in acrowd ofpeople and having a bike weave
through die masses, brushing against you.

As for the bicyclists, remember that a hefty fine may not be
worth the extra rime saved by riding through * crowded partof
campus. Getting ticketed can happen to you, and that fine sucks
when you axe die one paying it.

improvements. Part ofthe money was spent over the sum-
mer, and the restwill fund improvements made this year, ac-
cording to Vice PresidentofAdministrative AffairsJim Dal-
ton. $37,000 will be collected from the lock-in fee by the end
ofthis year, atotal thatwill be matched by the university. In
June, die university will decide how this money will be spent.
Dalton co-wrote the bill to ensure the use ofbike transporta-
tion in the face of unfavorable opinion.

"There’ a strong vocal minority opposing bikes on cam-
pus,” he said.”[l was] informed that people were getting
hurt. ... Bikepaths need continual upkeep or they can get
dangerous, and | wanted to improve the system rather than
lose it"

According to Ross-Tait, the university-funded improve-
ments are expected to be made over W inter Break.

"W ith this money we plan to improve paths and increase
awareness by putting up signs and possibly organizing a bike
day,” she said.

According to Ross-Tait, money from the lock-in fee may
be insufficient

"I hope students realize that $37,000 doesn’t go a long
way,” she said.

ing Director Sergio Morales
explained he has been work-
ing with the Women’s Cen-
ter for a number ofyears to
establish what he perceives
to be an essential position.

"Ithas taken over IS years
and the involvement of
others who were here long
before me to enable us to fi-
nally establish a director for
queer-specific program-
ming,” he said.

According to Morales,
the process that led to the
creation ofthe new position
was aided by the existence of
similar positions and prog-
rams throughout the UC
system.

"With the exception of
UC San Diego, all UC
schools have a staff position
that works specifically with

queer-related issues. Last
yearwe presented this infor-
mation to Chancellor Yang,
butthe response was not ex-
tremely favorable in that we
saw no actions,” he said.

“This year, Janet Malien,
a queer peer, has met with
the chancellor a number of
times to discuss the issue..It
has been the culmination of
hate crimes as well as the
walkout which has brought
the issue out.”

The nature ofthe position
will not be fully developed
until it is staffed in January,
according to Dean of Stu-
dents Yonie Harris.

“The tasks facing the per-
son who is in this new posi-'
tion will unfold as time goes
on,” she said.
