ning experience to begin.
Seated upstairs in a quaint 

dining room overlooking 
Anacapa Street, our waitress 
provided us with menus and 
freshly baked garlic bread to 
tease our empty stomachs.

The waitress quickly real­
ized she was being tested 
when the husband told her 
to pick out our wine ... her 
tip. hanging in the ,balance.

In addition, she was ordered 
to cut a fresh swordfish fillet 
thin in order to cook it to the 
wife’s desired flavor.

With flying colors she 
passed the first part of the 
trial, picking out a delectable 
and mild Santa Barbara 
chardonnay, which, I must 
add, went exceptionally well 
with the batch of steamers 
we had for an appetizer.

Part two of the test posed 
itself as no ordeal to the 
chefs: A thinly sliced cut of 
fresh swordfish found its 
way onto our table, tantaliz­
ing the wife’s taste buds. 
Along with the swordfish, 
two orders of rock shrimp 
lemon and cream linguine 
gave me an understanding of 
what real pasta should taste 
like.

The food itself was 
enough for me to recom­
mend Paradise Cafe for a 
cozy dinner, but service also 
proved impressive. Our 
waitress' Jennifer said- -the

secret to getting customer 
approval is in a vibe put out 
by the staff.

“We treat them well and 
try to make them feel like 
anything they want they can 
get,” she said.
