from the eveiyday mono­
tony of cooking your din­
ner that you desire, pretty 
much any restaurant will 
do.

When entering Pino’s, 
my companion expressed 
concern that she was 
underdressed. But soon 
we realized that this is a 
family-style- kinda place, 
where you can come as 
you are and still be greeted 
with a smile and a song.

While waiting for our 
food, we were entertained 
by the incredible piano ad­
jacent to the front door

that plays itself. The tunes 
may not be Italian, but 
they certainly are fun to 
hear.

Before our meal arrived, 
we were graced with salad 
and a generous helping of 
garlic bread. While we di­
ned on our pre-meal suste­
nance, people from all 
walks of life entered and 
sat down throughout the 
restaurant. It’s obvious 
that this place appeals to a 
wide variety of Goletans.

And then came the 
meal. I had ordered the 
penne with meatballs, and 
found them to be the big­
gest chunks of beef I’d ever 
seen on a platter of pasta. 
My friend ordered angel- 
hair pasta with pesto sauce 
and artichoke hearts. It 
sure was good eatin’.

While we were dining, 
blind pianist Ellis Wool
