"HINT OF PINK”
Throughout its 94 year history the University of Cal­

ifornia has worked diligently to maintain a non-part­
isan spectrum of activity. This is necessary. This is 
proper. To continue an elite position in an educational 
system second to none presents numerous problems. 
Results show the University heirarchy does an admir­
able job.

Enter Richard M. Nixon with shouts of subversive and 
cries of financial irresponsibility. In a recent speech 
in San Diego the incomparable Mr. Nixon shouted sub­
versive at every controversial speaker ever to lecture 
on the University campuses, maintaining that the pre­
sent Brown administration has been lax in keeping 
these “ subversives”  off our campus. Mr. Nixon should 
at least attend to his homework before hacking away at 
the intellectual segment of California Society.

The University policy as set in 1951 by then President 
Sproul and as interpreted by President Kerr in the “ in­
famous”  Kerr directives is that NO person may speak 
on a University campus if he is a PROVEN or ADMIT­
TED member of the Communist Party U.S.A. Perhaps 
this is not enough for Mr. Nixon.

He deals with slogens like “ alledged to be” , or “ id­
entified as” . This type of thinking is more than sub-in­
tellectual, it is dangerous. If we were to deny a man 
the right to speak on our university campus purely by 
reason of allegation then we would miss some very in­
teresting men,, including Chief Justice Earl Warren 
and former President Dwight D. Eisenhower.

To present the case for higher education to the 
people of California is a difficult task. To do this while 
trying to avoid the fearful thrusts from a desperate 
candidate for Governor could spell the defeat of all- 
important Proposition 1 a.
By bringing up the usual “ hint of pink”  Richard Nixon 
has done a grave disservice to the University of Calif­
ornia.

Senator Barry Goldwater, in a recent article entitled "National Object­

ives,”  has this to say about the demands oí the blacks In the Union of South 
Africa: "Justice Is a worthy objective; but If justice for the Bantus entails 
driving the Government of the Union of South Africa away from the West, 
then the Bantus must be prepared to carry their identification cards yet a 
while longer.”  The reason for this, according to the Senator, is that the 
first objective of the Free World must be the final victory over commun­
ism, and such secondary objectives as justice must be delayed until this 
primary task Is achieved.

Senator Goldwater’ s policy, In my opinion, not only repudiates American 
Ideals of political freedom and impartial justice, but Is decidedly contrary 
to the national interest of the United States as well.

Even an amateur observer of world affairs should be aware that the pre­
sent situation in South Africa Is explosive. A government representing a 
majority of the 2.6 million whites controls the lives and liberty of 1.4 mil­
lion Indians and 8.9 million blacks— the latter subject to racial policies 
as severe as any in the world today. The question is not If changes will o c ­
cur, but when and how.

There are three ways, as I see it, that change might come. The first Is 
for the white government to work toward the Integration of the blacks Into 
society and government. This alternative seems highly unlikely, In view 
of recent repressions.

The second alternative Is a Bantu uprising that will make the Congo af­
fair look like a Shrlner’ s Convention. A third and more remote alternative 
Is the possibility of an armed Invasion from black African states such as 
Nigeria, Ghana, Congo, and Kenya, The Indian Invasion of Goa furnishes 
an ominous precedent, one that may soon be reaffirmed In Western New 
Guinea.

In either of the latter two eventualities, the unbroken United States re ­
cord of aid and assistance to an admittedly repressive and unpopular re ­
gime will leave us holding the bag again, just as we did after the downfall 
of Batista. To a black Union government, the U.S. aided the white racist 
regime; the Russians and Chinese opposed it; hence the Communists w e  
our friends and the United States Is our enemy. I don’ t say this is sound 
reasoning; I just say that it is likely to find considerable favor under those 
circumstances. If Senator Goldwater is worried about the extension of 
Communism, and I often feel that he is, this Is the situation he should con­
sider, not the present metastable alliance with a government whose days 
are numbered, no matter how anti-Communist it claims to be. (Recent 
moves by the Union to open a wool market in Red China tend to lessen 
their "antl-Communlst”  credentials, anyway.)

What should U.S. policy toward the Union government be? First, we 
should not bring the racial issue before the UN. It is a domestic Issue, and 
UN Interference would set a dangerous precedent. Instead, the United 
States should stop all military aid to the Union government— the racists 
should not be permitted to enforce apartheid with American arms.

The U.S. should apply all the diplomatic pressure at our disposal to 
ease apartheid. We should bring as many black South African students as 
possible to study In the United States, smuggling them out if necessary. 
We should provide thousands of copies of American writings on liberal 
democracy, In native languages, to the blacks— again by smuggling If 
necessary. We should aid In any way possible the liberal English settlers 
In their political struggles with the Afrikaner white supremacists.

Intervention has become a discredited word in our political dialogue. 
I for one am all for judicious non-military Intervention when such inter­
vention promises, In the long run, to extend liberty and democracy under 
law, to the disadvantage of totalitarianism. Senator Goldwater, certainly 
no opponent of Interventions, would do well to think deeply about where 
and for what purpose American intervention would contribute to our na­
tional objective, before he discards "justice for the Bantus.”

Willson Regards Thoreau’s Adventure As 
Flight From "Too Much Civilization”

"Thoreau turned to the natural world because he loved it and because 
It was uncomplicated by any self-imposed civilization”  commented Prof. 
Lawrence Willson In his university lecture Tuesday afternoon.

Professor Willson, a member of 
the department of English at UCSB 
and a Thoreau scholar, entitled his 
remarks, "Man Thinking: Why Tho­
reau Went To Walden.”

The university lecturer set out to 
absolve the 19th centruy man of let- 
St even son, and other leading liter­
ary contemporaries who termed him 
"lazy” , "malingering”  and even a 
"priggish bum.”

"Thoreau went to Walden at the 
edge of his native Concord for rea­
sons which were both practical and 
Transcendental”  Professor Willson 
reported. This apparent removal 
from civilization "was no caprici­
ous venture, based on Transcendent­
al theory. He had to get away from 
what was for him too much ‘ civili­
zation’ — and he had to get away 
somewhere in Concord.”

The lecturer continued that, "he 
(Thoreau) wanted to be as free as 
the Indian whom he so such admir­
ed, to live life ‘near the bone where 
It Is the sweetest,’  Thoreau recogn­
ized that nobody would give him his 
freedom; he had to take it for him­
self.”

Professor Willson said that the 
distinguished 19th centruy writer 
and thinker also turned to the "nat­
ural world”  for the "profounder 
reason that its conformity to divine 
law was still as serene and unchang­
ing as it had been when It had exist­
ed merely in the mind of God. Con­
sequently, there was In nature no­
thing to obstruct his vision, unless 
it were his own blindness.”

The lecturer went on that because 
Thoreau was a "New England Pur­
itan of the latter day, his own pur­
pose was the highest of all pur­
poses; to make moral energy effect­
ive again In the lives of men on 
earth.”

"B efore one can even begin to 
understand this strange and contra­
dictory man,”  Professor Willson 
proclaimed, "h e  must realize the 
fundamental aim. If it be disregard­
ed, then Thoreau indeed becomes 
an idler and a parasite and a dilet­
tante, and the ultimate judgement 
must be as severe as Lowell and 
Stevenson made it. But a compre­
hension of the Puritanism which lay

at the basis of his character goes 
far toward resolving the contradict­
ions.”

"In the final analysis,”  the lec­
turer concluded, "he was a whole 
man, one who was fully aware of 
what he was doing.”

Dr. Phillip W. Damon, associate 
professor of English and chairman 
of his department at UCSB Introduc­
ed the lecturer.

"An Intercollegiate ath­
letic program Is an Important 
part o f campus life and should 
be encouraged within the 
broader framework of exist­
ing academic and administra­
tive requirements. The em­
phasis must be placed upon 
the academically oriented 
student athlete. Such an em­
phasis Is in keeping with the 
policies and Ideals of the Uni­
versity and should be an ele­
ment of strength as we deve­
lop and expand the activltles- 
both curricular and extra­
curricular—on this campus.”

One of the main functions 
of the Affiliates is raising 
funds - for grants-ln-ald to 
student athletes. These grants 
average $95. which generally 
covers a student’ s Incidental 
fees for one semester. Quali­
fications for a grant are: 
maintaining a 2.0 grade point 
average while progressing to­
ward a degree and showing a 
definite need for financial as­
sistance.

The principal fund-raising 
body o f the Affiliates is the 
Century Club. Membership 
requires a donation of $100.

It may be surprising to know 
that last year 64 Interested 
Santa Barbara citizens re­
sponded to the invitation to 
join. Optimistically, the club 
has set this year’ s member­
ship goal at 150. The Aff­
iliates also sponsor many 
fund-raising events in town 
from last year include the 
Llmellghters* concert and the 
Harlem Clowns’ annual bas­
ketball exhibition.

Within the Affiliates for 
Athletics are Individual team 
support groups such as the 
Football Gridiron Club, the 
Basketball Hoop Club, and the 
Track and Field Club. These 
individual support clubs hold 
an important position In the 
over-all picture of the Ath­
letic program.

Their main función is not 
fund-raising, but that Of a 
social auxiliary, or "fo llow - 
the-team”  group. They spon­
sor the Awards Banquets for 
team members, bus trips to 
the games away from club

the games away for dub 
members, and on occasion, 
date affairs for the team 
members.

Such active support from 
local businessmen Is unique 
to Santa Barbara and vital 
to the university-community 
relations. Meeting the chal­
lenge offered by local en­
thusiasm Is a task not beyond 
the capabilities o f our stu­
dent body.

De Conde 
Publishes 
New Book
UCSB’ s Alexander DeConde, pro­

fessor of history, recently publish­
ed the first historical analysis ever 
written of the American secretary 
of state.

Dr. DeConde, in his book “ The 
American Secretary of State,”  
gives an interpretation of the sec­
retaryship, including a brief bio­
graphy of the office. The book was 
published by Frederick A. Praeger 
in New York in two editions, hard 
cover and paperback.

Prof. DeConde writes in his pre­
face that “ the secretary appears to 
mankind a symbol of America, the 
official spokesman of the American 
Government on matters of foreign 
policy. His words and deeds have 
world-wide repercussions.”

Prof. DeConde attempts to ex­
plain some of the Secretary’ s his­
tory and responsibilities and, es­
pecially, his relationship to the 
President

Taking as his main theme that 
“ the power of the 'Secretary de­
pends on his relations with the 
President and hence is personal 
more than institutional.”  The his­
torian reports that “ power, in the 
Secretaryship. . . .  is flexible.”

DeConde further discusses whe­
ther this “ flexibility”  derives from 
the Presidency alone or is intrinsic 
in the office, itself.

A chronological history of Amer­
ican foreign policy from the colo­
nial era to the present, by the UCSB 
historian will be published by Scri­
bner’ s next spring.

Zentner’ s arrangements of

his more recent releases on the 
Liberty label. According to 
“ Downbeat” , the Thinking Man’ s 
Band broke all attendance records 
at the Hollywood Paladium last 
year.

His trombone artistry has made 
Si Zentner famous on Innumerable 
vocal and Instrumental recordings. 
Prior to having his position as top 
Instrumentalist In motion pictures, 
Zentner was the featured trombon­
ist with such all-time greats as 
Les Brown, Harry James, and the 
late Jimmy Dorsey.

The over-all sound of Zent­
ner’ s 17-plece aggregation Is big 
and full, similar to the biggest 
bands of the forties. The leader's 
sweet, Dorsey-ish trombone Is 
heavily featured on jumpers as well 
as ballads.

Liberty Records sums up their 
feelings about Si Zentner with this 
statement: “ In Liberty’ s constant 
search for fresh sounds and for 
artists with new and young Ideas, 
we have come up with many succes­
ses. Another giant step In this di­
rection has been the signing of the 
great Si Zentner band, and in doing 
so we have jumped Into the big 
band field with both feet.”

Zentner’ s latest albums include 
“ A Thinking Man's Band,”  “ Sud­
denly It's Swing,”  “ The Swinging 
Eye,”  “ Great Bands and Great 
Voices,”  and “ Big Band Plays the 
Big Hits.”

The trombonist started his mu- 
leal education on the violin at the 
age of four. While concertmaster 
at the Thomas Jefferson High 
School In his native Brooklyn, he 
formed his own dance orchestra 
and immediately switched to other 
Instruments.
