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If  you are looking for the best Chinese food in 
town, then I have the place for you. It was my 
first time going to China Castle and I was 
extremely impressed. Considering they have won 
the “best Chinese food in Santa Barbara” award 
from “The Independent” every year since 1987, 
has to say something for their reputation. One of 
the reasons that I am sure guaranteed this honor 
was their friendly service. The owner Chin Chin 
was in the host capacity for the night and 
answered all my questions and took care of us 
very professionally. The reason that her restau­
rant has been so successful she says is because 
they, “offer the best food and best service in 
Santa Barbara.” Their food was amazing and I 
strongly recommend taking a date or friend 
along. I opted for my roommate for this review 
because I promised to eventually take him and so 
we could hang out for one of the last times, due 
to me graduating in 3 weeks, Woo Hoo! We start­
ed with war wonton soup and pina colada’s After 
finding out that they have a full cocktail bar, I had 
to try a drink, amazing! I am a big fan of moo- 
shu beef so that is what I ordered and my roofn- 
mate ordered the chicken egg foo-young. Both 
came in extremely large portions and we had to 
take about half of it home in doggie bags. China 
Casde adds a ton of flavor to their food, some­
times lacking at other Chinese restaurants. To 
compliment our entrées, we ordered shrimp fried 
rice, which I felt was much better than my usual, 
plain fried rice. The prices were extremely rea­
sonable and if you live in the downtown area, 
they offer free delivery.

The owner wanted me to point out that they 
also offer many traditional dishes that do not 
appear on the menu like chow fan, whole 
steamed fish, mixed Chinese vegetables, and gin­
ger and scallion crab. The family ownership came 
to Santa Barbara fifteen years ago because they 
loved the people, weather, and atmosphere. 
China Casde is offering special rates for gradua­
tion weekend for groups of 6 or more. She also 
informed me that they are no longer open on 
Tuesdays and no longer serve lunch on Saturdays. 
So if you are looking for good Chinese food, 
which I thought was hard to come by in Santa 
Barbara, then you need to visit China Casde 
located at 1202 Chapala St. Tell them that the 
Daily Nexus recommended their restaurant.
